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In early April 2020, more than three quarters of U.S. hotel rooms stood empty, according to STR. Nearly three
years later, U.S. hotel occupancy has almost recovered and is expected to continue its upward trajectory in the
year ahead. Average U.S. hotel occupancy is projected to reach 63.8% in 2023 — just shy of 2019's level (65.9%)
and a significant improvement over 2020’s historic annual low (43.9%). In 2022, U.S. hotels made significant
occupancy gains, reaching 62.7% — a 9% increase over 2021.
